Note: The meals prepared for Cooking merit badge requirements 4, 5, and 6 will count only toward fulfilling those
requirements and will not count toward rank advancement or other merit badges. Meals prepared for rank
advancement or other merit badges may not count toward the Cooking merit badge. You must not repeat
any menus for meals actually prepared or cooked in requirements 4, 5, and 6.

Therefore, The meals prepared for Tenderfoot rank requirement 2 may not count toward Cooking merit badge,
requirements 4, 5, or 6. Meals prepared for Cooking merit badge requirements 4, 5, and 6 may not count toward
Tenderfoot rank requirement 2.
