We tried something the last few years for Tiger Graduation which went over very well. Basic idea came from others in this newsgroup, but with our own  additions. It is called a TigoMatic.  Get a refrigerator and a washer or dryer box from a local retail merchant.  Remove the ends of the boxes. Lay the fridge box on its side. Set the dryer box on its end, behind and in the middle of the fridge box, so it supports the fridge box. Cut out panels in the boxes where they join. The idea is to give the adult volunteer sitting in the dryer box access to the fridge box passageway. As the Tiger Scout enters one end of the TigoMatic, the adult has access to the boy. This adult puts the Bobcat neckerchief on the Tiger scout all the while shaking the boxes slightly as the "machine" does its work. The Tiger Scout comes out the other end of the TigoMatic a Cub Scout. Here he is given his graduation certificate and whatever else the Pack decides to present to him and his parents.

THE WINNER THIS YEAR, a bear who had joined in December, came to the den meeting two weeks before the race with the block of wood still in its original package. That night he used a coping saw and left with a *very* coarse and roughly cut car.  But he was beaming at what he had accomplished that night.  The next week, the week before the race, the pack qualifies the cars.  They are weighed, evaluated and then put in a specially constructed case where they are secured until next weeks race.  Our young man came to the meeting with his car held proudly.  It was VERY badly sanded and due to the time limitations it was stained rather than painted.  The stain had settled in some of the deeper cuts from the coping saw that could not been sanded out.  He didn't comprehend what it meant when the man told him and his Dad that it didn't qualify.  He just had the boyish faith that Dad would make it all right.  Dad was overwhelmed.  But there were many tool boxes in attendance, just in case.  He got a drill from this one, a wood chisel from that a few other tools and set to work feverishly. All cars *must* be turned in by the end of the meeting.  Dad hacked a bunch of wood out of the bottom and recessed the metal plate they had used for extra weight.  He drilled out the lead in the side of the car to reduce the weight.  He was intent on just getting the car to qualify.  We stayed a little late to give him extra time. You could have guessed the Dads emotions, "why didn't we know more about this?", "why didn't they tell us about the clearance the car needs?"  And most of all, "why didn't we start sooner?"  He had to feel like a failure waiting to be exposed the next week when this jimmy-rigged car would race.  Well you can guess that this homely car went on to win.  It advanced to District along with another success story.  A little boy, a wolf, whose car last year had not even made it across the finish line. The pack leadership was thrilled.  Everyone had great expectations for the District race.  By our timing, these both were awesome cars.  (We timed them against a winner from last year that had advanced to district).   As our homely car sat there on the table waiting to race we couldn't but compare it to its neighbor, also stained wood but that is where the similarity ended.  It gleamed as if from a thousand coats of a clear and glossy finish. This other car looked like it came from a fine piece of fine furniture and had sprouted wheels.  Other cars were precision cut, air-brushed, and machine tooled.  We marveled at the exotic shapes, the creativity, the workmanship and most of all the time that went into these masterpieces. Our eyes skipped over the other homely cars in attendance, fixing on the beautiful. Yet when our eyes returned to our pack's representatives it was with pride.  We looked again at the familiar shape and the "satin" finish of the wood stained car and knew that it was true to the intent of what a pinewood derby should be.  This car had been boy built with the guidance and counsel of Dad. No matter where he finished he was a winner.


The track was a huge affair, running 6 lanes at a time.  The homely car advanced heat after heat.  The boy didn't quite know the miracle that was being wrought. Can be done by Packs with several pairs of teams.

Cub Scouts earn their wings as honorary Scouting pilots.





Your awards person should make each boy a set of wings (made out of cardboard sprayed gold) which can be pinned to his chest with double stick tape, during your closing award ceremony.  Call your opening ceremony "Take Off" and your closing a "Landing".


	Set up various stations.  Each Cub Scout should be issued a "Log "Book (index card) which is stamped at each station to show his participation.


Station 1: Navigator.  Simple compass trail such as, "6 paces North, 12 paces East".  Have messages, such as Soar High with Cub Scouts, at the end of trail to be reported back to Navigator for successful completion.  Several different trails should be laid out with varying degrees of difficulty.


Station 2: Bombardier.  Fill mismatched or discarded socks with flour to throw at a marked target.  Points could be awarded for accuracy.  Balloons might work for this too.


Station 3:  Flight Attendant. Build a simple obstacle course (landscape timbers laid at 2 foot intervals, or a ladder laid on the ground) and have Cubs carry a small tray of plastic glasses filled with water.  The tray should be carried waiter style - flat on the palm at shoulder level.  Point systems should be developed for speed, amount of water spilled, etc.


Station 4: Gunner.  Have Cub Scouts fire water pistols at targets from rope between two trees.  The targets can be made from coffee can lids or margarine tub lids.  Another option would be to have boys throw wet sponges at plywood target with airplanes painted on it.  The holes could be "clouds".


Station 5: Precision Landing.  Make paper airplanes and test accuracy of pilot and plane.  Fly plane through tire hung from tree and/or land on poster board landing strip.


Station 6: Paratrooper.  Have Cub Scouts make clothespin parachutes and test its accuracy and their skill by trying to land it on a target.  They are allowed to 'adjust' its flight path by blowing on it only - no touching.

Pack Meeting Ideas


(Airline


Try tying the opening, awards, and closing ceremonies together.  Why not have the meeting room seating arranged like the seating on a giant airliner.


For a pre-opening activity, have everyone coming in issued a ticket.  The opening is a call, announcing Cub Scout Air Lines flight number (your pack number) is ready for boarding.  People board, (Cub Scout flight attendants check tickets) and all are seated and fasten their seat belts.


The Captain (Cubmaster) announces the destinations of this flight and wishes all a pleasant trip.  The aircraft takes off, flies all around the United States, landing at various cities to see a skit by that nationally famous Den or to sing a song led by the Den Singers.


For the awards, the airplane lands at various places to see famous people (brand new Wolf Cub Scouts), takes off and lands somewhere else to see a Cub Scout who is receiving arrow points.  The Captain might present each boy earning an award with some silver pilot's wings (cardboard cutouts covered with aluminum foil) with his award.

WEBELOS


This is the second part of a fabulous cooking section sent to me by Gary and Drucie Yerkes.


MAKING A BOX OVEN


(Simple Model)


I have heard of many ways to make a box oven.  This one is a simple, easy method which gives you a good basic oven for starters.  As you become more confident with your box oven skills,  you can then build your own, custom oven.





First, select a good sturdy box.  A good starting box is about the size of a printing paper box or lid to a banana box.  Heavy moving boxes about the same size work great.  Do not start with a large box.  If your box has holes in it,  I like to plug with pieces of cardboard cut from another box.  Tape the cardboard cutout in place with duct tape.  DO NOT USE PLASTIC PACKING TAPE.  Plastic tapes will melt.  Plugging holes will help prevent you from putting your finger through the aluminum foil once the box is wrapped.





Using a heavy duty role of foil (I like the wide stuff)start covering the box, shinny side out.  I usually start from the middle of the top of the box with foil about ½ inch over the edge and work width wise first (see Figure 1) and hold foil down with tape.  Work down the side and into box.  Make sure that your foil lays flat and you do not puncture the foil.  Mold the foil into the side and corner seams as you go.  Continue wrapping until you have reached the edge of the foil.  Overlap foil edge by about ½ inch and tape.  





(NOTE:  Some people only foil the inside of the box.  This will work but covering the entire box makes it less likely to get burnt by hot ashes or coals.).  





Start your next piece of foil by overlapping the first piece by 2 inches or more based on the size foil being used.  Repeat until the width of the box is completely covered..  Repeat this step running the foil the length of the box,  making sure every exposed piece of cardboard is covered.  If there is any cardboard exposed on the inside of the oven,  it will burn.  Do not use any tape on the inside of the box.  Tape can be used to hold foil in place on the outside only.





Your box oven is now ready.  You may want to add handles or a rack to your next box oven.  But that’s for another day.

BOX OVEN OPERATION








So, you want to work a box oven and you don’t know how.  Well, sit back and read on cause by the time I’m done,  you’ll be cooking up a storm.





Once you have your box oven made,  you will also need the following items.





1.	four empty soda cans


2.	stainless steel cookie sheet (you can use Teflon or non stick but it 


           could get scratched because of outdoor handling).


3.	charcoal (get a good brand as it burns better)


4.	brick or foil wrapped block of wood about the same size


5.	tongs to lift and place coals


6.	hot pad mittens to lift box


7.	ingredients and utensils to make whatever it is you are making





Now that you have all your stuff, let’s get cooking.  





Step 1	Determine how many coals are going to be needed.  The average rule of thumb is that each coal will give off about 20 degrees F of heat each.  Having taken higher math in college,  this tells me that if I need to bake at 350 degrees F,  I need to divide 350 by 20.  The answer, 17½ is the number of coals that will be needed (be brave, use 18 coals,  cutting a coal in ½ gets messy).  On really hot days and cooking in the sunlight,  you may want to use one or two less, on cold days, use one or two more.  It also makes sense that the larger the box, the more coals are needed.  I bought one of those sit in the oven temperature gages and put it in the oven as checked the temp.  this gave me a good idea on number of coals needed.





Step 2	Get coals going.  Remember,  BSA regulations say that NO liquid starters may be used.  I like to use a charcoal chimney.  Count out the number of coals needed and add a few extra.  Coals need to be completely white for proper cooking.  This will take about 20 minutes to happen using a charcoal chimney.  While coals are starting,  fill the four empty soda cans ¾ full with water, sand or pebbles.  These will be used as legs for your cookie sheet.





Step 3	Before the coals are ready,  you should prepare whatever it is you are going to bake.  So get busy.





Step 4	In the fire ring,  place the four filled soda cans so that they fully support the cookie sheet at the four corners.  If you want,  you can add two cans on each side in the middle for more support.  (NOTE:   If you are baking in a casserole dish,  place the casserole dish on the cans.  Coals can be spread out.  Coals do not have to be under the dish for the oven to bake properly).





Step 5	Once coals are ready,  place coals, using tongs, in the middle of the cans.  Spread the coals out so they are just touching each other.





Step 6	Place cookie sheet with whatever on top of cans.  Place box oven over cookie sheet.  Place brick (or foil covered block) under the front lip of the box oven.  This allows air to get it for the coals.





Congratulations, you are now baking in your box oven.  Wasn’t that easy?  Here are some helpful hints.





Hint 1	When you lift the box to check to see how things are cooking, use your glove mittens.  The box will be hot.


Hint 2	Don’t lift your box too often.  This allows the heat to escape.  


Hint 3	If your are going to be cooking over an extended period of time,  you may need to add coals.  Coals are usually good for about 1 hour of cooking.  If your dish will take longer or you are doing several dishes,  you should start another set of coals prior to running out so they will be ready about 45 minutes into your cook cycle.  Add new coals as required.  (NOTE:  This is a trial and error process so the more you cook with your box oven,  the better you will get at judging.)


Hint 4	If it is windy,  be careful when installing and removing your box oven.  Ashes may fly when hit by high winds which can be a fire hazard.  The ashes may also get on your food.  Try to set up your cooking area in a non windy place of try to set up a wind block so the wind does not hit the coals.


Hint 5	When selecting a cookie sheet to use,  make sure that there is at least 2” between each side of the cookie sheet and the box.  This will allow for proper air flow.

Some of the Webelos may have already enjoyed such travels in their short lifetime!"�The Traveler activity badge will help the boys discover new things abut traveling, and they will have a great time "navigating" for mom and dad on the required trips.


Careers/Speakers�Pilot, flight attendant, bus driver, trainman, taxi driver, luggage manufacturer, moving company, air traffic controller, travel agent, corporate transfer agent, travel guide, hotel operator.


Activities�Arrange a visit to the main office of the AA.  Find out what services they offer.  Ask to see a TripTik being set up.  Look at maps, currency, information, and how to figure out time zones.


Visit a bus or airline terminal and observe the operation.  How do people know where to go to get on board?  If you were never in this city before, what would you learn by looking around the terminal?  What is the view?  What if someone had an emergency or needed to get help?


Many boys this age have never ridden a city bus.  Pick a bus line near your home and ride as a group to the downtown area.  Count how many people get on and off.  Where do you think they are going?  How do people occupy their time while riding?


Vacation Fun�Ask boys to bring in some vacation pictures for everyone to look at.  Ask them to point out on the map where they went, tell how they traveled, and where they stayed.

Use an airline timetable to answer the following questions.  


1.	What is the earliest time you can depart from the airport and get to another destination over 700 miles away?


2.	What is the flight number?


3.	What kind of airplane is being used on that route?


4.	When will you arrive at your destination?


5.	How far is the trip in statute miles?


6.	Does the time zone change as you travel?


7.	How much time does your flight take?


Movies


Want to travel to a faraway land and learn all about the culture…for free?  Browse around the local library to find travel movies, documentaries, or National Geographic-type shows that your den can watch.  The library also has slide sets available with written descriptions or cassettes.  Ask around to see if there are any "Armchair Travelers" clubs in your area that you could visit.  Sometimes the library sponsors travel shows, as well as senior citizen clubs or churches.

Tie Slide�Road Map


Materials needed:  2" square piece of 1/2' scrap wood, old road map, piece of plastic pipe, glue, small platic car.�Directions: Sand wood smooth.  Cut a piece of the map the same size as your wood, then glue it on.  Hot glue the small plastic car on the map.  Hot glue the pipe to the back of the wood to form the slide loop.











GAMES


Fifty States


Materials needed: paper and pencil for each boy.  Work alone or in pairs.


Instructions: Make a list of as many of the 50 states that you can think of.  Score extra points if you also know the correct capital of the state.


Packing Light*


Divide dens into teams.  For each team have a suitcase with a hat, coat, gloves, and an umbrella inside.


To play: On Signal the first player on the team runs up to the suitcase, opens it, and puts on the clothes.  Then he opens the umbrella (with gloves on) and runs back to the line.  He removes the clothes and the next player puts them on.  This boy now opens the umbrella (with gloves on!) and runs forward to the suitcase.  There, he removes the clothes, puts them back into the case, and closes it.�Players continue in this pattern until each member has dressed for the trip.  The members of the team that finishes first all are awarded a state map.�


 Ways to Go


Divide den into two teams.  In this relay the players are to travel from one end of the room to the other.  Each team member must travel in a different way; however, the opposite team may use the same ideas.�Suggestions are: front rollovers, cartwheels, skipping rolling.


Map Study


Divide den into small groups.  Give each group a different state map.  Ask them to complete the following questions in the next 15 minutes.


1.	What is the state capital?�2. Name a town with population over 100,000 people.�3. Name a state park.�4. What is the name of the third town beginning with "H"?�5. What states are around the border of your map?�6. What is the mileage scale used on your map?�7. Name two towns, which have detailed city maps shown.�8. Name a town, park, or site of interest in area C-4.�9. Are there any towns that start with the letters "X' or Z?"�     List one interesting fact you found on your map.


When time is up, post a United States map on the wall.  Ask the groups to come forward and point to their state.  Let them tell the answers to a few of the questions depending how much time you have.


AWARD CEREMONY


Webelos gather at the stage with items in hand to put into the suitcase which the leader is packing.  They each describe one of the requirements for the Travelers activity badge as they hand over their item.�The leader closes the suitcase and proceeds to hand the boys "tickets" (badges" for their upcoming trip.





Artist


 For many people, art is a recreational activity, which may develop into a life-long hobby. For others it is a vocation, the way one makes a living.


The artist activity badge will not make an artist out of every Webelos, but it should help each boy understand how an artist expresses himself in his works.


If you are not familiar with color charts, design, sculpture, mobiles and constructions, enlist the help of an experienced parent of an art teacher from the school. It is also helpful to have beginner books on art at your den meetings.


Careers and Speakers


Musician, painter sculptor, photographer, actor, designer, magazine illustrator, piano tuner, television set designer, teacher, docent, commercial artist, gallery manager, curator, interior decorator.


Activities


Color Fun�If you have access to a computer with the painting software, give the boys a "show."





Primitive Painting�Make your own paintbrush by pounding the end of a twig, turning as you hammer.  It will fray into many thin fibers like the bristles of a brush.  Use natural paint made from berries, etc., and draw on homemade paper.





Natural Wonders


Take your den for a hike in the woods.  Look at textures, colors, and patterns in nature.  What color is the sky or sunset?  What shapes are the leaves?  How are flower petals arranged.  Stop along the way and allow time for each Scout to sketch with a pencil.  It can be anything from a flower to a landscape.  Show each other and tell why you picked that particular item to sketch.


GAMES


Paper and Crayon


Divide den into teams.  On signal, the first player funs up to the leader, who whispers the name of an object they must draw.  They receive a paper and crayon, and run back to their team and begin to draw.  The first team that correctly identifies the object scores two points.  Continue until each player has drawn an object, then add up the points for the "most artistic team.


Out of Sight!


Have Scouts sit up to a table.  Give each a piece of construction paper.  Blindfold everyone and give them each a crayon.  Ask them to draw a picture of a clown.  When all are finished, collect the papers before removing the blindfolds.  Hand the picture up and ask boys to guess which is their own drawing.  (You may want to write initials on the backside as you collect them.  It's harder than you think!)


PACK MEETING


Snack Food Sculptures


Take these to the pack meeting for great fun!�Materials needed: bread sticks, pretzels, potato chips, cheese curls, crackers, popcorn and other interesting-shaped foods, carton of sour cream, package of cream cheese, package of dried onion soup.


Instructions: Soften cream cheese and blend in the soup mix and enough sour cream to make it into a thick paste.  Use this to "glue" the snack food together in unique creations.


Art Show�Make a display of all the art the den has made this month.  Have a contest where audience can vote (on paper) ballots for their favorite picture.  Count the ballots and award a blue ribbon at the end of the meeting.
